The City & County of Grande Prai-
rie has offered homeless shelter
services since 1970. The need,
however, since t hgd
grown exponentially throughout
Canada. In response to both in-
creased need and the will of the
community, Wapiti Community
Dorm Society incorporated (1996)
to provide temporary housing to
the homeless and hard-to-house
in Grande Prairie. By 2005, the
existing facility had decrepitated
to the point where the price to
upgrade the building and replace
failing major mechanical systems
out-weighed the cost of a new
build. The planning for a new
homeless shelter facility began.
By December 2009, the generous
efforts of Grande
tary Clubs, the City of Grande
Prairie, Province of Alberta and
the Government of Canada con-
verged with Wapiti Community
Dorm Society to unveil the newly
constructed..

Located at 10101 -97A Street, Rotary
House offers a 3 -tiered 24/7/365
shelter service, including overnight
emergency beds and mats, 12 interim
bachelor suites, and 20 permanent,
long -term bachelor suites.

Shelter Cots
Overnight and emergency stays

accommodate: - men (40 cots)
- women (12 cots)

- families (2 suites)
Clients may be people who have just
arrived for work but were unable to find
an affordable suite, those leaving unman-
ageable home situations, and the chroni-
cally homeless who may have mental
health and/or addiction issues and who
require a short term place to make plans
for alternative housing.

Interim Supportive Housing

These suites are available to people who
may be enroute to living independently,
but who are either unable to find accom-
modations, or may need some short term
(up to 12 months) non-medical observa-
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tion in the event of relapse other potential
set-back. Affordable Housing rent is
charged for these suites.

Long Term Supportive Housing

The third floor suites are permanent,
long-term rentals (Affordable Housing
rate) where the tenants are able to live
relatively independently, but who may
require support services from time to time
and who may need an immediate front line
resource to help refer when supports are
necessary.

Other Services

The facility also includes common lounge areas,
common kitchen, all day coffee, library, computer
kiosks, security camera monitoring, and laundry
facilities on each floor. Plans are underway to
arrange health & wellness and other supportive
programming.

During the winter months, Rotary House
e runs an Intox/Mat Program (40 mats).
